CHEFS’ TABLES RULES
		
Recommended for 3 to 4 players.
Game objective
As a chef, you are asked to serve three recipes for future children. Collect the required ingredients and be the first chef to finish the orders!
Cards
The recipe card (so called order card) consists of three required ingredients and one banned ingredient. The recipe is considered complete as the player cook all the three required ingredients.
Setting up
Put all the tokens and pieces aside the tables(boards) to begin.
Shuffle the “THE CHEF’S TABLE” deck.
Every player gets two recipe(order) cards from the deck. Make certain that everyone keeps their recipes to themselves.
Every player selects their own pawn to begin with.
Every player selects the table to sit. (place a pawn)
Every player gets their turn in a cycle.
On your turn
On your turn, you can either move, prepare or cook. Note that you can only choose one amongst.
1. Move
· You move your pawn to another table. While moving, you have the option to take one ingredient from your table with you if the destination table has an empty ingredient space.
2. Prepare
· You bring a new ingredient to your table. You have the alternative option to take the ingredient out of the other table and move it to yours. Note that you cannot prepare new ingredient if your table is already filled with 4 ingredients.
3. Cook
· You rip out the matching ingredients on the recipe card. Note that everyone at your table other than you must also cook with the same ingredients. Each ingredient on the table can only cross out one required ingredient at a time; you can choose what to complete first if you have two of the same required ingredients. If the banned ingredient is on the table and none of your recipes require of it, you must discard corresponding recipe card and take a new one from the deck. If all three required ingredients are ripped out, you complete your order, place the card at your front and draw another recipe. You should always hold 2 recipes in your hand. Once you complete three recipes, you are the winner!
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
